Chairman Henke mentioned a letter from the DA commending Probation Officer Boucher 
for grabbing a fully automatic AR15 from a probationer.  He also mentioned Bob Besanceney of the 
Town of Argyle who recently retired from the Real Property office after over 30 years of service.
