         CONSTRUCTION & MAINTENANCE 

 The highway department is responsible for the maintenance of 286 miles of County 
highways and 123 County bridges. By contract, an additional 100 miles of state highways are 
maintained during the winter month for snow and ice control. The combination of County and 
State maintenance provides an overall balance that effectively and efficiently keeps the work 
force productive, but more importantly, the public safe. 

In addition to the normal highway and bridge maintenance, our crews also completed a 
variety of other duties 

Our Sign crew is responsible for signing and marking our County highway system. During 
2019, 375 miles of center lines were striped, along with over 312 miles of fog lines by contract. 
They also painted 40 miles of center lines and 2 miles of fog lines for various Towns. In order to 
stay compliant with MUTCD (manual on traffic control standards), the sign crew fabricated 
signs in the sign shop. They also made numerous signs for various Towns and Villages. They 
were also responsible for signage and detouring for various road and bridge projects and 
closures. Due to vandalism, vehicles hitting them, and the elements, it is an ongoing task to 
keep up with the maintenance of over 6800 highway signs. They were also very helpful to 
numerous towns in providing signs and placement of signs. 

During the 2019 construction season, our bridge crews moved away from building 
bridges to erecting multi-plate culvert pipe and installing them. They were also busy repairing 
many bridges that needed some repairs.  

Our Construction crews were busy in 2019 with our 2 Gradalls, a wheeled excavator,  
and the rental of 2 track excavators, installing over 6300’ of cross culverts.  The replacement 
culverts were on our 19’ projects, and we were also able to get some of our 20’ projects 
started, with a couple of large diameter culverts. They were also busy completing the WQIP 
projects that will help the water quality in our local streams and lakes.  

Our blacktop crew was also very productive with paving  close to 18 miles of roads. 
There was also 3.3 miles of full depth reclamation with a binder coarse of blacktop and wear 
coarse. We also were able to take advantage of a process called “scratch and burn”. The 
process recycles the existing blacktop, and then we cover with a thin layer of fresh blacktop. 
The shoulders were then backed up with gravel, topsoil, or crushed gravel.  



The driveways were also backed up with blacktop. In all, they were able to put down 
almost 48,000 tons of hot asphalt. 

 When not in construction mode the crews were busy maintaining the highways with 
roadside pickup, brush cutting, road sign straightening, installing guide rail, and other related 
work. The 3 roadside mowers were out mowing from early May to November. Our 2 over the 
rail mowers were out most of the year mowing grass and brush in spring, summer, and fall. 
Throughout the year the crews patched potholes, cut trees and took care of any “request for 
service” that came into the front office. They also maintained the equipment they were 
responsible for. 

          The crews were also busy finishing up a Water Quality Improvement Program throughout 
the county. We had an erosion repair on CR 68 that took a few weeks to repair the roadside. 
We installed large stone fill, erosion fabric, and then planted willows to help with future issues 
on the banks of White Creek. We also repaired a large slide on CR 49 with medium stone fill, 
gabion baskets, erosion fabric, and hydro seed. They replaced some culverts on CR 10 in 
Whitehall where the shoulder was falling off. They straightened a stream and did some erosion 
control with medium stone fill. They replaced a culvert on CR 41 that was causing the roadside 
to slide away. They extended it to give the shoulder a little more width, and also armored them 
to keep it from sliding. They finished it up on CR 32 in Fort Ann, where they installed drainage, 
gutters, and blacktopped a parking surface to keep the soils from running into Lake George. 

            We also worked with the LGA and Soil and Water on a sediment issue in the County Park 
in Dresden.

During 2019, the Engineering section was involved in various activities related to the improvement of 
highway and bridge infrastructure throughout Washington County. 
 
Administrative: 
1) 2018 Annual Report – summary of expenditures and construction/maintenance-related activities 
undertaken by the Washington County DPW in 2018. 
2) Salt stockpiles in bins at all 8 DPW substations at end of snow removal season – total 3,374.95 tons (as 
of June 2019) – for documentation of County-incurred expenditures relative to State Snow and Ice Control 
for 2018-2019 winter season.  The amount of salt that can be safely stored in all 8 bins is approximately 
4,500 tons. 
3) Underground Facilities Protective Organization (UFPO) requests – In 2019, most handled by each 
district foreman. 
4) Issued work permits (under Section 136 of Highway Law) to individuals, businesses, organizations, and 
other municipalities to perform work on or near County roads inside right-of-way (R-O-W) limits.  A total 
of 64 permits were issued in 2019.  These included 34 for Utility work (electrical service & pole-related), 2 
fundraisers, 24 driveways/field accesses, 4 ROW Usage. 
5) “Adopt-a-Highway” requests – Two request from organizations and clubs to perform periodic clean-up 
activities along County highways in Argyle & Fort Ann in 2019. 
6) Assistance to general public with requests for copies of Town, County, and State (the latter prior to 
1946) purchased R-O-W and/or abandonment maps.  Our office handled approximately 30 such requests in 
2019, the majority from private land surveyors and consulting engineers; and also handled numerous 
highway-related R-o-W and/or abandonment inquiries from the general public and Office of Real Property 
(Tax Mapping).  Addressed miscellaneous inquiries from the public, other municipalities, and organizations 
as well. 
7) Phase II of Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems (MS4) program – in 2019, we assisted in the 
preparation of the 2018-2019 Annual Report (for term from March 10, 2018 to March 9, 2019).  We 
continued to be involved with the inspections of catch basins and quantifying amounts of sediment removed 
from each at the County Municipal and Law Enforcement complex in Fort Edward (County maintenance 
crew from Fort Edward substation inspected and cleaned these) and along County Routes 32, 35, & 75.  Our 
office performed annual inspection and took outfall photographs for the two outfall watersheds along 
County Route 37 (Burgoyne Avenue) at McIntyre Street & Fuller Pond and the two outfall watersheds 
behind the Law Enforcement Center. 
8) County Highway Inventory – certification of County highway mileage (284.00 miles) in 2019 along with 
updated highway related information as required by NYSDOT for Consolidated Highway Improvement 
Program (CHIP) aid. 
9) DPW-related Freedom of Information Law (FOIL) requests. 
10) Plan of Action for Fracture Critical Bridges – Updated - as result of I-5 bridge collapse in Washington 
State, being mentioned at the Federal level.  Candidates include bridges C2, C20, C29, C54, CL78, C80, 
C132, C149, C150, & CL157.
